Agenda Item 1:  
Opening

ACD Co-Prime Movers Meeting on ACD Energy Action Plan was held in Bali on 11-12 April 2007. The Meeting was attended by Representative from ACD Energy Co-Prime Movers: China, Indonesia, Kazakhstan, the Philippines, and Qatar. The Meeting also participated by Representatives from Thailand as the ACD Coordinator, Pakistan as the coming host of the 2nd ACD Energy Forum, the Republic of Korea as the coming host of 6th ACD Foreign Ministerial Meeting, and interested ACD member countries, namely: Oman, Saudi Arabia and Vietnam. The List of Delegates appears as ANNEX 1.

The Director for Renewable Energy and Energy Conservation, on behalf of the Director-General for Electricity and Energy Utilization, Department of Energy and Mineral Resources, Republic of Indonesia opened the Meeting and briefed on the importance of this meeting to come up with an ACD Energy Action Plan as a tangible cooperation among ACD members on energy.
Agenda Item 2: 
Adoption of Agenda

The Meeting adopted the proposed Agenda with additional Agenda Item “Other Matters” in the Agenda. 
Agenda Item 3:
Presentation on Development of ACD

Thailand, as the ACD Coordinator briefed the Meeting on general information of the development of ACD since the first ACD Ministerial Meeting in 2002 in Thailand. Thailand also explained the Meeting on the development of the energy cooperation in ACD.

It noted that the outcome of this Meeting would be an ACD Energy Action Plan to be reported to the 6th ACD Foreign Ministerial Meeting in Seoul in June 2007.
Agenda Item 4:
Overview of World’s Energy and its Impact to Developing Countries

Indonesia and Saudi Arabia gave presentation on issues related to world energy and its impact to developing countries in the Asian region. It included the national energy trajectory, energy investment requirement and the challenge and concern of energy security. 
Agenda Item 5: 
Discussion on ACD Energy Security  
7. Indonesia commenced the discussion on Indonesia’s experience in securing its energy supply. Other participants delivered presentations on their national policies on energy and their priorities. The Meeting noted the importance of synergizing different energy policies and capabilities of each country into cooperation in ACD.
Agenda Item 6: 
Draft ACD Energy Action Plan
8.
The Philippines presented the draft ACD Energy Action Plan prepared by both Indonesia and the Philippines. 
The Meeting noted: 

a. Some specific projects that could be incorporated in the Action Plan. 
b. The importance for some participants to consult internally on the specific projects to be put into the Action Plan and then submitted them to the Coordinator (Indonesia and the Philippines). 
c. The need to have a coordinator from the six ACD Energy Co-Prime Movers Countries for each area of cooperation in the Action Plan.

d. Suggestion to use inter-sessional communication by email between the focal points of the ACD Energy Co-Prime Movers to finalize the draft.

e. The date line of the submission of the above mentioned subjects by the end of April 2007. The Draft of the Action Plan should have been finalized in the early of August 2007.
f. Based on the inputs from the Co-Prime Movers Countries, Indonesia and the Philippines will make the final draft and to communicate the draft with all ACD member countries.

Indonesia and the Philippines will report and submit the Energy Action Plan to the 6th ACD Ministerial Meeting in Seoul. The revised draft appears as ANNEX 2.

Republic of Korea also briefed the Meeting on its preparation of the 6th ACD Ministerial Meeting in Seoul on 4-5 June 2007 which also included the information on the tentative program of the Meeting and the administrative arrangement.
11. Pakistan briefed the Meeting on its preparation of the Ministerial Meeting of the 2nd ACD Energy Forum to be held in Islamabad on 3 – 4 September 2007. It included the information on the tentative program of the Meeting and the administrative arrangement. This ACD Energy Ministers Forum will be preceded by SOM on 3 September 2007.

The Meeting agreed that Agenda Item 6 and 8 of the SOM of the upcoming ACD Energy Forum will be merged into Agenda Item 5, namely Review of the ACD Energy Action Plan, while Agenda Item 9 and 10 to be deleted. In addition, the Agenda Item 5 of the Energy Ministers Meeting will include the endorsement of the Action Plan. It is noted that Pakistan will prepare Joint Statement/Declaration for the Ministers and should be discussed first by the SOM.
