Rehabilitation of Working Children of Asia

Introduction


In large parts of Asia, working children are a common phenomenon. This is likely to increase as urbanization picks up further momentum in the coming years. Many of the child workers are engaged in hazardous/dangerous/degrading types of work. The female child workers are particularly vulnerable to various abuses. Many of these children work in the informal sector and live in the streets. In the recently held special UN General Assembly meeting on children, strong voices were raised by both government and civil society leaders for a strict and proactive implementation of the CRC.

Potential Areas of Cooperation

Exchange information among Asian countries on working children and innovative measures for their rehabilitation.

Multilateral cooperation on developing and implementing a realistic education and vocational training programme for working children of Asia.

Seek partnership from NGOs, private sector and civil society for alleviating the conditions of working children of Asia.
