Workshop for strengthening legal infrastructure

2. Purpose

Progress of legal infrastructure building among ACD countries is diverse: some should need to strengthen basic laws, while other countries would have to improve economic laws. To create attractive markets in Asia, which is one of the goals of the ACD, efforts of strengthening legal infrastructure should have strategic importance in this region. It is critical to share information and experiences in such efforts made in the ACD member countries so as to gather momentum for building legal infrastructure in this region.

From this viewpoint, Japan should like to host a workshop for the purpose of (a) strengthening legal infrastructure on basic laws, such as civil law, and (b) providing know-how necessary for dealing with multilateral trading systems and for promoting economic partnership.

Government of Japan will host the workshop once this year.
